CELEBRATING 
THE LIFE OF 

OCTAVIUS V. CATTO

OCTAVIUS VALENTINE 
CATTO (1839-1871) was 
a celebrated student at 
the Institute of Colored 
Youth (ICY) Philadelphia’s 
premier high school for  
African-American youth, 
now Cheyney University. 
He returned to his alma 
mater as a teacher and an 
administrator. Catto led a 
contingent of ICY students 
to Gettysburg to fight 

Confederate General Robert E. Lee but black men were  
not allowed to enlist, When President Abraham Lincoln 
authorized the recruitment of black Union soldiers, Major 
Catto helped lead the effort. A talented athlete he played 
shortstop and served as Captain of the all-black Pythian 
Base Ball Club. By 1869, Catto was a St. Thomas Vestryman 
and served on the parish finance committee. He was 
active in the Banneker Literary Institute and broke the 
color bar becoming the first black member of the Franklin 
Institute. A leader of the National Equal Rights League, 
Catto spearheaded the effort to desegregate streetcars 
and win the vote for black men. He was assassinated 
on Election Day, October 10, 1871. Octavius V. Catto was 
remembered as a “Martyr to the cause of Constitutional Liberty.”
